What is Storm Water?

ÂRain events

ÂSnow melt 

ÂOther surface runoff and 
drainage



Where Does Storm Water 
Go In Our Community?

ÂTravels over land 

ÂCarried through municipal 
separate storm sewer system 
(MS4)

ÂDischarges into Saw Mill Run 
and Ohio River



A ñPointò of Confusion:
Point Source vs. Nonpoint Source

ÂPOINT source 

ïTravels through a conveyance system

ïRegulated under permit program

ÂNONPOINT source 

ïRunoff that is not a point source 

ïAddressed through voluntary programs



Why is Storm Water a Problem?

ÂProblem:  Decrease in quality

ÂProblem:  Increase in quantity

ÂCause: Developed and 
disturbed land
